Right now, in the most blatant way possible, the rights en-
shrined in the European Convention, drafted, ratified and en-
forced in the mid-20th century, are being violated on Albani-
an soil by a destructive mind control cult, and it is the re-
sponsibility of the Albanian government to put an end to this 
situation.

The fact that the MEK has been able to force people to vol-
untarily give up their human rights, by using mind control 
methods over time in its cultic base, does not fundamentally 
change anything, and the responsibility lies with the human 
rights institutions. Humanity does not accept this, because 
in practice what is really happening is that still the most 
basic human rights are violated, and this situation must be 
terminated immediately. If a person does not demand his 
rights due to mind control and brainwashing methods in an 
isolated environment and even volunteers for brutal mental 
and physical torture, should the torturer be allowed for doing 
it?

On March 8th, sharing a video on his Facebook and Insta-
gram accounts, Ray announced that he has been threatened 
to death several times. 

In the MEK, the right to dissent is never respected and 
viewed as a healthy expression of democracy and freedom 
despite all the pro-democracy and pro-freedom gestures the 
group leaders take.

“The children from Camp Ashraf” is a 
documentary about four people of Irani-
an origin who were sent to Sweden as 
children in the 90s. Their families be-
longed to the militant, religious and Ira-
nian resistance movement Mujahedin-e 
Khalq (MEK), which is politically far left 
and has been described as sectarian. 
Until 2009, the group was labeled as 
terrorist by the EU. 

Camp Ashraf, mentioned in the film’s 
title, was a military camp in the desert 
of Iraq. The film depicts how the chil-
dren lived and grew up there, until the 
camp was bombed and 1,000 minors 
were displaced. The parents remained 
in the military camp to continue 
fighting, while the children in the film 
were placed with MEK members in 
Sweden. One of the participants later 
returned as a child soldier to the Camp.  

Two of the participants in the film are 
the politician Hanif Bali and the writer 
and activist Atefeh Sebdani. 

The film is nominated for the Tempo 
documentary prize.
