The lack of freedoms and human rights in
the MEK camp in Albania

IN SEARCH OF FREEDOM

Ashraf 3 camp is a place where members of the Organiza-
tion of the Mujahideen of Iran (MEK) have been sheltered
after leaving Iran and previous attempts to fight the Iranian
regime. This analysis focuses on the lack of freedom and
human rights in this camp, examining how living condi-
tions and restrictions imposed on MEK members reflect
their deprivation of freedoms and fundamental rights.

One of the most noticeable aspects of the lack of freedom at
Ashraf 3 camp is the restriction of the movement of individ-
uals. MEK members are locked inside the camp and have
very little opportunity to travel outside of it. This restriction
is a sign of isolation and a lack of autonomy, making them
feel confined in a tight space, unable to enjoy the freedom
to choose their lives.

The lack of freedom and human rights in Ashraf 3 camp is a
reality that has profound impacts on the lives of MEK
members. They are deprived of opportunities to enjoy life
the way they please, to have open and free relationships,
and to express their opinions without fear. This isolation
and lack of freedom is a reflection of the difficult and unfair
conditions they face, creating an oppressed and controlled
environment, where freedom is a seemingly distant aspira-
tion.
